We focus on developing positive relationships to ensure that pupils feel 
valued, supported and an important part of the school community. We 
are committed to creating this environment by having high expectations 
of personal conduct, both from the adults and the children. We achieve 
this by having three simple rules, clear and consistent steps for managing 
behaviour and consistent and fair consequences. 



Children are taught about the 42 articles of the ‘Rights of a Child’. They learn 
how we as a school community respect those rights and they underpin our 
ethos as a school. Each class has a class charter which they have devised 
together and agreed to.

Attendance at Marner:

School starts at 8:45. Children should arrive promptly to be 
up in classrooms, completing their early morning work.
Years 2-6 go up to classrooms independently, with Year 1 
children meeting class teacher in playground during the 
settling in period.

Medication/Allergies:

If your child has medication that they need to have in school, it is your 
responsibility to make sure it is in school. Please hand it in to the school office who 
will pass this on - you will need to fill in an updated form.

If your child previously had an allergy, please make sure this information is also 
updated via the school office. 

Children who have allergies wear a lanyard at lunchtimes, listing their allergies, so 
that all kitchen staff are aware.
